NOVICE CLASS is restricted to those who have not won a First Prize in any show judged by NAFAS
Rules.

PLEASE NOTE - The marquee will be open for all arrangers between 2pm and 8.30pm on Friday and
for children’s and craft classes only between 8.00am - 8.30am on Saturday. All vehicles must leave
the showground by 8.15am.

Judging will commence promptly at 8.45am, open to the Public at 10.30am. All exhibits must remain
on show until 5.00pm.
